Policy Guidelines on Conventional Arms Exports-November 2011


Pursuit and promotion of peace and security are major pillars of Pakistan’s foreign policy


Conventional arms control is an important tool to advance the universally agreed goals of peace and security.


For a number of years Pakistan has been advocating conventional arms control at the regional and sub-regional levels, within the United Nations framework.


Regulation of trade in conventional arms is another important component of the overall conventional arms control efforts.


Pakistan attaches importance to internationally negotiated and agreed conventional arms control and trade treaty framework.


Pending the evolution of such treaties on conventional arms and regulation of trade in such arms, the Government of Pakistan shall pursue the following policy guidelines with regard to export of conventional arms:

a) Adherence to the principles and purposes of the United Nations Charter.

b) Recognition of the right of all states to protect their security.

c) Reaffirmation of the right of all states to self-defense.

d) Observance of relevant national laws and regulations on export of conventional arms.

e) Consistency with national security and foreign policy objectives.

f) Compliance with the UN Security Council arms embargos.

g) Sub-regional and regional peace, security and stability considerations.


Within these broad policy guidelines, export of conventional arms from Pakistan shall continue to be authorized pursuant to a license, and determination of each export decision, on a case by case basis, through inter-agency consultations and End User Certificate (EUC) requirements, among others.


The aforementioned policy framework represents formalization of the existing practices on export of conventional arms of the Government of Pakistan.
